Invitation to Assist with Books for the World
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The Dickinson club members worked at the Books for the World

warehouse in Pasadena in February with Rotary Club members and
Dickinson High School Interact kids.

Rotary Books For The World is an international service
project started in 2000 and supported by Houston area
Rotary Clubs, Rotaract Clubs, and Interact Clubs. Books for
the World is proud to announce the shipment of the 271st
40’ shipping container of books (for a total of over 10
million pounds), as well as several containers of school
furniture, bicycles, and bicycle parts to Rotarian led literacy
projects in 23 different countries.

In a nutshell, books (mainly out-of-adoption school books)
are sent to a warehouse in Pasadena to be sorted and
palletized* so they can be sent to various parts of the world
to be given to students who have no books or only limited
access to them. Interact, Rotaract, and Rotary volunteers
gather together for 2 hours one Saturday each month to
sort the books in the warehouse. Having done so, you've
participated in a recognized international project and have
helped to possibly change the life of a destitute child
overseas.
